Harvard/Cornell expedition. We proceed to the ruined 

church of Philadelphia and then south through the rugged 

mountains of Asia Minor to Pamukkale, home of ancient 

Hieropolis and its amazing hot springs.  Initial visit of the 

monumental tombs of the necropolis (city of the dead) and 

main street leading into the town.  After dinner there will be 

optional traditional Turkish music and dancing.  

Overnight at Hotel. 

 

Oct 09 Sat. - Colossae, Aphrodisias, Kusadasi  - Option 

AM lecture on geothermal areas and influence on the no-

tions of Hades, Gehenna, Volcan (fire god) and Pluto (earth 

shaker).  View Temple to Pluto, theater “lukewarm” city in 

Rev 3:16. Visit theater, and follow newly excavated main 

street with underground Mithras (secret cult site).  Visit site 

of Colossae, destroyed by massive earthquake in 60 C.E., 

for a discussion of Paul's letter bearing the town’s name. 

Follow Meander Valley west to excavations at Aphrodisias 

for viewing temples, market and best preserved Stadium of 

Antiquity  Overnight in Kusadasi. 

 

Oct 10, Sun. - Ephesus, Celsus Library, Theater - Full 

day in the Ephesus area.  Optional AM lecture on Flavian 

Emperors, emphasis on Domitian and temple for the       

Imperial Cult at Ephesus.  Follow the Arcadian way to the 

Celsus Library and 24,000 seat theater, scene of silver 

smith’s demonstration of Paul’s preaching in Ephesus in 

Acts 18 & 19. Visit church in honor of Saint Mary.  After 

lunch visit largest church in Asia Minor, the Church of Saint 

John and its monastic compound, and the Ephesus excava-

tion museum in the town of Selcuk.  

Overnight in Kusadasi. 

 

Oct 11, Mon. - Miletus, Didyma, Ephesus Church - 

Morning trip to Miletus, city where St. Paul met the Elders 

of Ephesus church on final trip in Jerusalem. Enjoy shop-

ping, rest and relaxation.  Dinner and Overnight 

 

Oct 12, Tues.- Cruise to Patmos, Saint John Monasteryï 

Two optional lectures on “The Theological Themes of 

Revelation” and “The Missionary Journeys of St. Paul.” 

Last shopping in Turkey and then board our Greek cruise 

ship at noon for 3 night Mediterranean cruise. 1st Stop Is-

land of Patmos, take bus to medieval Monastery of St. John 

the Divine.  Visit the traditional chapel of the Revelation, 

walk through monastic buildings, dining hall, chapel, and 

collection of best preserved icons, sanctified vessels, jewels, 

embroidery and manuscripts from the Middle Ages.  Back to 

ship. 

Dinner and overnight sail to Island of Rhodes. 

Oct 13, Wed. - Cruise to Island of Rhodes, Lindos - 

Full day on island of Rhodes.  Name of the chief city of 

the island, one of the most archaeologically varied cities 

in Europe.  See ruins and buildings from the Greek, Ro-

man, Byzantine, Medieval Crusader Knights of St. John, 

Turkish and modern periods.  Travel along the East 

coast to “Saint Paul’s Bay” for discussion of Paul's jour-

ney to Jerusalem. Drive to ancient site of Lindos for an 

optional climb to the towering acropolis of Lindos.  

Town noted for its lace work. Return to ship for dinner 

and optional lecture on the Minoans and eruption of 

Thera. 

Overnight sail to Crete. 

 

 

Oct 14, Thur. - Cruise  to Heraklion, Knossos, 

Santorini, Akrotiri - Dock at major port of Heraklion 

from 7AM - 11:30AM.  Main attraction, the site of 

Knossos to see the well preserved Palace of Minos 

(1700– 1450 BC). Noon departure for Santorini  from 

4:30pm  - 9:00pm.  Disembark by tender, cable car up 

the caldera cliff to main town of Fira (ancient name of 

Santorini).  Bus south to the ruin of Akrotiri for visit to 

archaeological site from the 1600’s BCE and well pre-

served by volcanic ash.  This is a prehistoric version of 

Pompeii.  Shops in Fira open late for those who wish not 

to return to ship until 9pm.

Oct 15, Fri. - Piraeus,  Athens,  Acropolis, Temples 

and Mars Hill - Early morning arrival at Piraeus, the 

harbor of Athens, board bus for full day visit. Visit the 

Acropolis, Temples and Mars Hill for discussion of St. 

Paul in Athens.  Visit the National Archaeological  

Museum and other major attractions and time for shop-

ping.

Oct 03, Sun. - Depart from Dallas or Houston to Istan-

bul, Turkey. 

 

Oct. 04, Mon. - Istanbul - Arrival in Istanbul, city tour 

and bus transfer to our hotel. Group welcome reception 

and dinner.  Overnight in Istanbul. 

 

Oct 05, Tue. - Istanbul, Blue Mosque, Saint Sophia, 

Topkapi - Optional morning lecture on “Constantine, 

Constantinople and the Church”.  Full day bus and walk-

ing tour of Istanbul including the major sites of the Hip-

podrome, The Blue Mosque, The Saint Sophia Church, 

the cisterns, and the museums of the Topkapi Palace.  

Optional visit to the Grand Covered Bazaar for shop-

ping. Overnight in Istanbul 

 

Oct 06, - Wed. Jesusô Dardanelles, Pergamum - Early 

rise for our drive west towards Troy on the Aegean Sea.  

Visit Canakkale for the famous WWII battlefields strate-

gic to the crossing of the Dardanelles by ferry.  On to the 

ruins of Troy and the Heinrich Schliemann excavations 

of 1871.  Mini lecture on significance of the battles of 

various Sea Peoples here around 1200 BC and the way it 

completely changed the history of the Mediterranean 

Sea and reached as far as the biblical world.  Continue 

on to the Pergamum area.  Dinner, Overnight  

 

Oct 7, Thurs. - Pergamum, Thyatira, Izmir - Visit 

amazing Greek and Roman Archaeological sites of     

Pergamum, first of our Seven Cities of the Revelation.  

Perched high above the surrounding valleys, the        

Acropolis hosted the famous Altar of Zeus, possibly 

referred to as the “Satan’s Throne” in the Book of Reve-

lation.  At the Acropolis we will also see the Temple to 

Emperor Trajan and the steep theater complex.  Mini 

lecture on “The Beast” and the Imperial Cult of Emperor 

Worship. Visit the famous Asclepion healing center, in 

the lower city, then we will drive on to our second city 

of Revelation, Thyatira, home of Lydia (Acts 16:14).   

We will discuss the possible meaning of Rev. 2:20 in 

light of the excavations there.  Overnight in  Izmir. 

 

 Oct 08,  Fri. - Sardis, Philadelphia, Pamukkale, 

Hieropolis - Drive to Ionic Temple of Artemis, gymna-

sium and synagogue of Sardis (Rev 3:7-13), restored by
